AGE GROUP AND ELIGIBILITY RULESFOR SEASON 2008/2009Ref: 05
Background
The FA is working towards moving the cut-off date, for all age groups in junior football, from 31st July to 31st August. It is approaching this in two ways.

1. That existing leagues should move one age group each year to the date of 31st August.  For the season 2008-09, this is up to and including Under 16s.

2. That new leagues immediately adopt the 31st August for all its age groups.

The West Riding Girls Football League fell, and remains, in the second category, but see ‘Special Concessions’ below.  Please note also that the minimum age for open age players is 16 with effect from the 2007/08 season.

Please note the above dates of birth (DOB) span a two year age gap as players who qualify for a particular age group can play in the age group above.  Eg, if a player has a date of birth 21 Oct 1992 for the 2007/08 season then they qualify for the under 15 age group and can play in the under 16 age group.  Once the player turns 15 they could play in the under 17 age group if the club did not possess an under 15 or 16 team.
Special Concessions

1. Where a player is too young to register for a team at the beginning of the season, but achieves the minimum age requirements during the season, then the League will allow that player to register when she achieves the minimum age, but only where the club has no ‘younger’ team where that player could register under the usual age rules.
2. A player who is registered to play for an under 17 team, and who is 16 on or before midnight on 31st August 2007, is deemed to be registered also for an open age team at the same club, but no other team in the club (Note: This does not work in reverse; if you have players that are eligible for a junior and open age team, you should register them for the younger team)
