Minutes of League meeting held on Wednesday November 3rd 

 2011 at Ossett Town

1.  Roll Call

Member clubs absent: Battyeford, Bramley Phoenix, Brayton Belles, Burley Trojans, Castleford WR, Cleckheaton, Crossley Juniors, Goole Town, Guiseley, Hemsworth Miners, Ilkley, Kirstall Crusaders, Middleton Park, Netherton, Pontefract Coyotes, Rothwell Juniors, Silsden, Wilsden &  Wortley

2.  Minutes

October's minutes have NOT been uploaded onto web, as AMH forgot to send them out.

3.  Chairmans Report

SD stated that the current website was out of date with some articles going back years.  He asked clubs to submit match/reports photos etc, generally anything of interest to the league.  SD advised that some clubs had raised concerns about the meetings being every month and stated that the Committee would meet once a month and member clubs would attend bi-monthly.  A vote was taken and the bi-monthly meetings were accepted with a landslide majority.  Cup and shield draws would be done at meetings where clubs were present if possible.  SD wished everyone a “very merry christmas”.

4.  Secretary's Report

CR had nothing to report.

5.  Treasurer's Report

There is £9968.36, in the bank account.  We have received all outstanding monies from ProActive Teamwear in regard to the sponsorship of the league.   Kath Broadbent has claimed her honorarium of £100, in respect of visits to County and additional works regarding a complaint received by the league in respect of Child Welfare.

Fines - Fines are now being issued to team managers and club secretaries.  Reminders will be sent approximately 7 days before the end of the 28 day period.  CAN ALL DISPUTES REGARDING FINES, PLEASE BE SENT TO THE FINES SEC NOT AGE GROUP SECRETARIES.

The following teams have until 8th November to settle fines or they will face suspension.

Bramley Phoenix U12, Horsforth St Margarets U10, Kirkburton U14, Normanton U14, Rothwell Juniors U12 (disputed with Dobster) and Wakefield U15

Ivan from Mapplewell Mavericks stated that his team were suspended and he had not had notification for the fine.  AMH said that the fine HAD been sent more than once to the club secretary who had ignored the notification, hence the suspension.  She said she would ensure future fines relating to his team were sent to him.  SD asked if we had the correct email address and he replied yes.

6.  Age Group Managers

U8/9 - CR asked for additional teams for the U8, hes stated he would update new fixtures at the end of December.  A deadline for teams had yet to be advised, but could possibly be 13th December.

U10/14   JC  asked that forms were filled in correctly.

U11        SA  not present at meeting

U12        SD asked that teams remember to put shirt numbers on the sheets, as if there were any incidents report by refs they wouldn't know who was involved. Stated 2 ID cards for Bingley to collect. 

U13/15    KB stated that teams must fill in forms correctly as they were incurring fines.  Aslo advised that some teams had already used their 2 wildcards

U16/18 – VC again asked that teams fill in the team names correctly on the top of the sheet.

7.  Cup Draw Details

Carried out at the meeting with representatives from Garforth Rangers and Lepton doing the draw.  The draw will be uploaded onto the website by the end of the week.  Dates for the next round are 19/20th November.  SD advised that all players participating in these matches would have had to played a minimum of 2x league games.  Age group managers would be checking and if teams fielded an illegible players they would be expelled from the competition.

8.  Representative Sides

U10 CR cancelled the U10 trials as he had received a lukewarm response (13 players).  He stated he needed clubs to send players to the trials which he would organise in due course.

U12  SJ/NB nothing to report

U14   VC nothing to report

U16   SD stated he had 38 players attend the trials and would be picking the team and informing managers over the next couple of days.

9.  CWO report

KB reported that she had received information from County Welfare Officer, Paul Ratcliffe regarding bogus football scouts in the local area.  She advised clubs to challenge anyone stating they were from Leeds United or personally sent by Ken Bates.  ALL Leeds scouts have ID.  A description of the men in question was given the first been aged about 70, with a walking stick and of scruffy appearance.  The other stated he was personally sent by Ken Bates and was awaiting his ID.  Kath advised that if they were sighted to notify the Police and CWO and to eject them from grounds.

10.  Referees

NB reported that the refs course was full, mainly with girls from the league.  County had advised they would be running another course in February and were prepared to hold it specifically for girls within the league.  NB stated that if there was enough interest it may be tailored to suit players needs, as at the moment the course is on Midweek and two Sundays, which means players would miss games.  There are currently 2 refs under investigation after receiving complaints from parents, the league is currently dealing with this.  He also advised that if parents were officiating in matches it was best practice for them to have a CRB check carried out.  NB asked if managers could be fairer when allocating scores to refs on the sheets.  Home managers are giving their own refs between 90/100 whilst the away managers are marking them a lot less, between 65/80.  He also said that managers were deliberately putting a low score of 51, so that they didn't have to fill in a complaint.  He asked that managers showed consistancy regardless of who the ref was when marking them.  He asked that newly qualified refs be given assistance and encouragement and stated it may be best to have them officiate 

mini soccer, before letting them deal with 9/11-a-side matches.  Someone asked for a tick box that showed how the refs handled the match, AMH to forward a form to SD regarding this.

11. AOB

Someone asked about the outcome of the U14 and U16 County Cups.  VC advised that the meeting was going ahead at County whilst we were here.
